Excerpts from a report submitted by the Unites States Department of
Agriculture, Rural Utilities Service conclude that:

can damage buried plant cables and wires. This damage can lead to corrosion




of metallic elements within the cables and wires,
copper conductor insulation damage, broken
optical fibers, loss of cable shield and/or armor
continuity, service interruptions, etc. RUS
